E - STAT

Statistics Canada’s E-STAT offers reliable and timely statistics about Canada and its people, along with the most recent and historical census data. The categories of data include: 

· the economy; 

· land and resources; 

· the people; 

· the nation; 

· the Censuses of Canada, 1665 to 1871; and

· Elections of Canada.  

E-STAT will help you bring data to life in colourful graphs, charts and maps.

Please note: E-STAT is IP protected and can be accessed using your Carleton IP address (this includes Edunet).  If you wish to use another IP address, you must come into the Carleton Library to obtain the password from the MADGIC Reference desk.

Getting Started

· Go to the Statistics Canada website - www.statcan.ca
· Click on English.
· Click on Learning Resources from the menu bar on the left.

· Click on E-STAT (at the bottom of the page).
· Click on Table of Contents from the menu bar on the left.

· Click on Data.
Searching for Data

There are 2 options to search for data.

1. Click on any of the topics that appear on the screen.   

· Choose a topic or tables from the list shown.

· Select a table from the list by clicking on the table number.

· You must select at least one item from each one of the lists (selection boxes) that appears on the screen (eg, geography, sex, age, year, …).  A selection is made by clicking on the item to highlight it. To select more than one item in a list, hold the Ctrl key down while making your selections.

· You now have two options in which to view the information – Retrieve as Table or Retrieve as Time series. Choose one.

· Your data selection will now appear on the Output Specification screen. Click on Modify Request or Add more series if you wish to make any changes.

· If you are satisfied with the output, specify the output in which you wish your data to be displayed. Choose your selection from the drop-down windows. When everything is selected, click Go. Your data will appear in the format you have chosen.  

· Other options may appear depending on the output chosen.   

· To begin a new search, click on Table of Contents from the menu bar on the left.
2. This is the other option to search for data.

· Click on SEARCH CANSIM in the left-hand menu bar.  (This database contains over 700,000 time series regrouped in over 1,200 tables.) You are presented with four options. 

· Subject – select if you want to search by subject.

· Keyword Search – you can search for words and phrases that occur anywhere in the metadata of CANSIM II tables.

· Table Number – if you already know the CANSIM II Table Number this option is the quickest way to access the data.  

· Series Number – if you already know the CANSIM II Series number.

· Select one of the above options. Click Continue. 

· Continue following the instructions on the screen. (They are similar to the instructions given in the first searching option previously outlined.)

Saving your Data

· If you are working on a university computer, you must save your data to a disk.
· Click on File from menu bar at the top of the screen.
· Click on Save as.

· Choose the location and format in which you wish it to be saved.
· NOTE: You may have difficulty retrieving your table later on if you do not save it in a format which your computer recognizes. Therefore, it is advisable that you open up your file after saving it to ensure that it can be retrieved.
